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LOCAL RULES 
 

GENERAL 
 
The Gransden Lodge Regional Championships will be flown at Gransden Lodge airfield from 22nd August – 30th 

August 2009 inclusive. They will be conducted in accordance with the rules set out in the 2009 Rules for the BGA 
Rated Competitions, except where these are varied by these Local Rules.

REGISTRATION 

Registration can be done at Control between 17:00 and 20:30 on Friday August 21st or before 09:00 Saturday 
August 22nd.  

To assist in this process a registration form (Appe ndix 1) must be  completed and sent to the club bef ore 
12 o’clock on Wednesday 19th August 2009.   

Email to office@glide.co.uk  is the preferred method of communication. 

 

At registration you will only  need to: 

 

a) Show evidence of appropriate 3rd party insurance. 

b) Show evidence of a valid FAI competition license. 

c) Show evidence of a valid calibration chart for each flight recorder to be used. 

d) Show evidence of meeting BGA medical standards. 

e) Handover the GPS Flight Recorders and/or memory cards with a recent downloaded .igc file from each 
logger being used. 

f) Handover a reciprocal membership form for Cambridge Gliding Centre (Appendix 2). 

g) Handover payment details slip (Appendix 3). This will be held securely until payment is receive d. 

 

GPS FLIGHT RECORDERS 

The Organisation has software for downloading all flight recorders with IGC approval but please bring your 
download/power cables and operating instructions for use if required. The Organisation will also be able to 
download SD cards. 
 

DAILY TASK BRIEFINGS  
 
All briefings will be held in the workshop at 10:00am unless advised otherwise. On the first day please ensure that 
you’ve rigged your glider before briefing if the weather looks anything like flyable. All competitors should be 
prepared on every day  to rig and grid before briefing. This will be requested by tannoy and also indicated on a 
board beside control. 
 
RADIO 
 
The Start and Finish frequency is 131·275.  Tugs will be on 129.975 whilst launching the grid. 
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STARTING 
 
The starting procedure will be in accordance with the rules as defined in the 2009 Rules for BGA Rated 
Competitions (Rule 19). A semi-circle start zone will be used. 
 
The normal start point will be BGA turn point GRL (co-ordinates 52 11.179N 000 06.674W). 
 

If there is a requirement to change this start point the alternative point will be BGA turn point PAP (co-ordinates 52 
15.394N 000 07.392W).  Any changes to the normal start point will be briefed at the daily task briefing. 

 

FINISHING 

The finishing procedure will be in accordance with the rules as defined in the 2009 Rules for BGA Rated 
Competitions (Rule 22). A finish line will be used. 

 
The competition finish procedures have been arranged so that they enable a safe finish for the pilot concerned, all 
other pilots flying from Gransden Lodge, those engaged in the neighbouring flying operations to the SW and NE of 
the airfield and members of the general public. To this end, all tasks will be routed in from an appropriate direction 
to either the North West Finish Line or the East Finish Line by using, where necessary, a BGA turn point control. 
 
The finish lines, and the Airfield Boundary for scoring purposes, are shown in Figure 1 (Appendix 2). 
 
Please note that these have been redefined followin g a recent review. 
 
Finishers must call the finish line with their call sign, on 131.275 at 20kms & 5kms, prefixing 
their call with Gransden Finish. The later call should include the pilot’s intentions, ie landing straight ahead or going 
round. 
 

SAFETY AND AIRMANSHIP AT THE FINISH 

 
All must be aware of and fly within the requirements of CAP393 ANO Rules of the Air Section 2 Article 5 (low flying 
rule) and Section 1 Article 74 (reckless or negligent endangerment of any person or property). To meet this 
requirement, regardless of the position of the finish line, all approaches towards the airfield should prescribe a 
descending profile (other than to go-around where necessary), the landing area should be in the pilot’s sight, and 
the airfield boundary must be crossed at a height which cannot endanger persons (seen or unseen), vessels or 
property. 
 
An explanation of the requirements of this rule will be given at the first daily task briefing. 
 
The penalties as approved in the 2009 competition rules will be applied if pilots do not meet this requirement. 
 

PARACHUTE ZONES 

Hinton-in-the-Hedges, Langar, Sibson, Chatteris, Old Buckenham (radius 1.5nm) and Weston-on-the Green (radius 
2nm) are deemed active  throughout the competition.  Other parachute zones may be assumed to be inactive 
except  when specifically briefed otherwise at the daily task briefings. 

 

NUCLEAR INSTALLATION EXEMPTIONS 

 
Whilst participating in these competitions gliders are subject to a limited exemption that permits flying within the 
restricted areas at Aldermarston, Burghfield and Harwell.  The exemption does not apply to flight immediately 
overhead the sites, as defined by their boundary fences, and in the case of Harwell the minimum authorised altitude 
is 1,500’amsl (QNH). 
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SUPPLEMENTARY COMPETITION INFORMATION 
 

WATER BALLAST 

Available from black plastic tanks in the club trailer park west of the clubhouse and at the west end of the camping 
area.  It is not fit for drinking. 

 

BATTERY CHARGING 

Power points are situated on tables inside the main hangar. 

 

GRIDDING 

The grid list will provided to competitors on the first day of competition this will give the glider row letter/number 
which remains the same throughout the competition.  The first glider in each row shall be positioned with its wing tip 
close to the marker and subsequent gliders just behind with wings overlapping by as much as possible. 

 

LAUNCHING        

When the aerotow rope is delivered to your glider you must be ready to launch, with any release checks already 
completed, and have a crew to promptly hook you on and run with the wing.  They must also immediately remove 
any wing supports or other ephemera remaining after your departure.  If you don’t have a dedicated crew, it is your 
responsibility to come to an arrangement with someone else’s crew however many beers it costs. 

 
OUTLANDING 

As soon as practical after landing, telephone control and advise them of your GPS position, number of TPs rounded 
and any problems encountered/anticipated.  If you are unable to contact your crew, advise what information you 
want passed to them when they are located.  After meeting up, promptly telephone control again and advise them of 
the fact. 

 

AEROTOW RETRIEVES 

Those carried out by Cambridge Gliding Centre operated tugs will be charged at the standard club rate and are only 
available from recognised airfields. A list of these, including charges that would apply, will be provided in a briefing 
note on Day 1. Details of what information is required prior to the tug departing from Gransden will be included in 
the briefing note 

Cambridge Gliding Centre has no objection to arrangements made directly between competitors and any privately 
owned and operated tug but accepts no liability whatever for any unwelcome eventualities. 
 

LOCAL FLYING RESTRICTIONS 
 

There are two airfields in the vicinity with which the Cambridge club has operating agreements.  

Little Gransden/Fullers Hill Farm  situated two miles SW, is home to some 60 light aircraft and microlights.  To 
protect their circuit patterns, the area shown on the attached map (Figure 3 ) is excluded to gliders below 1,300ft 
AGL. Gliders penetrating this area on aerotow may not release until they can remain clear of it in free flight.  The 
Aerobatic Box can be opened at any time with a "2 minute warning" broadcast on Gransden Lodge Radio 
131.275MHz. 

All CGC based aircraft must  vacate the box immediately.  

Therefore, aircraft departing Gransden Lodge must never fly in this box non radio. 

Bourn  to the NE has a standard 2,000ft ATZ from which the operator does not exclude gliders.  To keep it that way, 
please endeavour to avoid their circuit patterns, which are mostly to the East.  In the event that penetration is 
necessary, a courtesy call to Bourn Radio on 124.350 is appreciated. 
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PAYMENT OF ACCOUNTS 

An account will be raised for each competing glider.  All your launch/retrieve fees, plus any flying charges incurred 
by your crew, will be added to it.  To facilitate payment all competitors are asked to complete credit/debit card 
details in Appendix 2 and give to  control, during registration. This will securely stored until the end of the 
competition.    Our treasurer would love to avoid the cost levied on us by the credit card companies.  If you can use 
a debit card instead of a credit card that would be very welcome. 

A few days after the competition you will receive, by email, details of all the charges levied and there is an 
expectation that  the invoice will be paid within 7 days of the last day of the competition.

HOW TO FIND US           

From Longstowe, roughly 9 miles North of Royston on the A1198, turn West on the B1046 (School Lane).  Roughly 
1½ miles from Longstowe there is a large water tower on the right.  A third of a mile after this is the entrance to the 
airfield on the right opposite Gransden Lodge farm.

VISITING GLIDERS AND TRAILERS           

Park trailers on the North side of the wide section of runway 27 (see Figure 1) at its eastern end allowing access to 
the trailers for those wishing to rig and derig.  When flying may be in progress, ensure sufficient width is available 
for an Open Class glider to land on runway 27.  There is plenty of additional parking/tie-down area at the SW corner 
of the site opposite the club glider trailers.  The large grass diamond area, forming the NE part o f the site, may 
not be used for over-night parking by competing gli ders. 

 

CAMPING AND CARAVANING AREA 

This is on the North side of the peri track to the East of the club complex opposite the row of 'T' hangars.  Do not 
obstruct access to the ‘T’ hanger at the northeast end or the farm equipment access and ‘T’ hangar at the western 
end.  Portable toilets will be sited in the camping area as well as fire extinguishers. 

 

GENERATORS 

These can be very annoying when used in the campsite so please use batteries to provide normal electrical power, 
which can then easily be recharged from the mains if required.  If you must use a generator, please keep its use to 
a minimum using an extension lead to place it well away from other campers.  Behind a hedge is favourite but 
please take care that the exhaust does not set anything alight. 

 

TEMPORARY MEMBERSHIP 

Entry entitles all visiting pilots and crews to temporary membership of the Cambridge Gliding Centre including the 
proceeding week.  Please note that it is necessary to complete a tem porary membership form (and show 
evidence of meeting BGA Medical Standards) prior to  flying from Cambridge Gliding Centre.  

 

CATERING 

Cooked breakfasts will be available daily from 7.30am to 10am. Sandwiches/filled rolls will be made available from 
briefing. Tea, coffee, soft drinks, and a selection of chocolate bars etc. will be available throughout the day.  

Evening meals will be available all nights from 6pm to 8.30pm, however, in order to allow caterers to judge numbers 
a list system will be in operation throughout the competition. More information on this will be at daily briefings. 

Please note that there will be no evening catering on Friday 21 August but a list of local eateries wi ll be 
made available.  

 

SMOKING        

This is not allowed in any of the buildings on site or near to building exits. 
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RUBBISH        

Place in plastics sacks (available from Control) and deposit in the waste bins provided. 

DRINKING WATER 

Available from the taps on the clubhouse exterior wall adjacent to the NE corner, close to the briefing room as well 
as in the disabled toilet inside the main building 

 

WIFI             

There is an unsecured wireless router on site, which usually works in the clubhouse area, and is available to all.   

 

SECURITY          

As at most gliding sites, Gransden Lodge is not particularly secure.  The Cambridge Gliding Club accepts no 
responsibility for any damage or loss and advises that valuables are locked away when unattended.  Please report 
anything suspicious. 

 

VEHICLES 

When driving on the site moderate speeds, certainly not more than 10mph in the vicinity of the club 
complex/camping area, and be particularly vigilant for children, gliders and tugs.  If you leave a vehicle unattended 
on the flying field ensure it is unlocked with the ignition keys in it otherwise, if deemed an obstruction, it may well be 
removed by something large and agricultural.  It is competitor’s  responsibility to ensure that their crew are fully 
briefed before driving on site, particularly on routes to meet their gliders after landing back on site.
